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Barie said, ñWe need to have a litmus test for public 

works projects and federal spending in general.ò They 

would like proposals for spending to answer simple ques-

tions such as: Does it address a critical need? Is the local 

government interested enough in a project to invest in the 

project themselves? What will be the return on the invest-

ment?  

 The Tea Party is looking to 

support political candidates who 

spend wisely or refuse to 

spendðnot those who simply 

spend in their districts.  They are 

eager to support candidates who 

refuse to adopt the ñtax and 

spendò methods that Barie says 

both parties fall back on.  

 In the end, Barie stated that, 

ñIt is not sufficient to think the 

government will ever be the so-

lution to every problem we face. 

He said, ñWe need elected offi-

cials that understand we cannot 

spend our way out of debt, and 

we need politicians who understand that our only hope 

for this country is to grow our way out of debt.ò To do 

this, Barie argues that our free-enterprise system needs to 

be liberated from high taxes and government regulations.  

 Barie believes there is hope for the country and com-

pared the struggles our country faces today with those of 

our founding fathers.  UNYTEA activists are fighting for 

those founding principles and that of each personôs right 

to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness. Tea parties 

across the nation comprise 5 million likeminded citizens 

who Barie describes as wanting to see fiscal responsibil-

ity and common sense return to Washington.  

 

Q: What is the Tea Partyôs position on the trillions of 

dollars being spent on national security, two overseas 

wars?  

A: I think what your question is addressing is how does 

the Tea Party address tax cuts in one area over another. I 

donôt think there has to be an all or nothing approach. 

There is so much waste 

in all of these areas 

(referring to health care 

and national security) 

and spending should be 

done wisely across the 

board.
