Three Basic Roles of DEC  The DEC covers a very
broad range of services that generally fit into one or more

of three basic areas: safeguarding the region’s resources,
creating partnerships with other groups and agencies, and
connecting New Yorkers with nature.

Creating Partnerships The original Open Space Plan
was started in 1990 along with state legislation passed for
environmental quality bond act. The DEC Commissioner
has picked it up again and is collaborating with the Com-
missioner of Parks on the 2009 Open Space Plan. Build-
ing partnerships such as this is in everyone’s best interest.
Though there is often heated debate—it’s also healthy
debate that leads to common goals benefitting everyone in
the end.

Safeguarding Resources The DEC works diligently
to create awareness about Lake Champlain and pollution.
The Lake Champlain Basin Program has been around for
many years and partners with Vermont and Quebec. As
the LCBP has evolved, so have the challenges they face.
