OF NEW YORK POWER AUTHORITY RICHARD KESSEL. 

THE PROGRAM COVERED  KESSELôS FOCUS ON ECONOMIC 

DEVELOPMENT, CLEAN ENERGY AND ENERGY EFFICIENCY.  

Program:   Richard Kessel, President and CEO of New 

York Power Authority  
 

 In just over one year at the helm of the New York 

Power Authority (NYPA), Richard Kessel has made a sig-

nificant impact. With over 25 years of experience including 

Executive Director of the NYS Consumer Protection Board 

and CEO of the Long Island Power Authority, Kesselôs 

current role is a perfect fit. He has ramped up clean energy 

and energy efficiency efforts, and Kessel continues to cre-

ate and protect jobs for New Yorkers. 

 When Kessel came to NYPA, he began to focus on a 

few key issuesðone of which was economic development.  

 ñWherever you are, whether youôre in Niagara Falls 

where the city is dead, or in Farmingdale on Long Island, 

companies are suffering everywhere,ò said Kessel. Under 

the direction of Governor David Paterson, Kessel has fo-

cused on bringing companies to NYS in order to create and 

protect jobs for New Yorkers. They have created over 

1,000 new jobs and protected jobs such as those at ALCOA 

in Massena.  

 NYPA is also in the power business, and Kessel is 

working diligently on energy initiatives.  ñItôs amazing to 

me that we, in the 21st Century, donôt have what I call an 

electrical throughway,ò Kessel said. ñThis would carry 

electricity from the North Country to Long Island and vice 

versa.ò  

 NYPA is in discussion with Hydro-Québec to tackle 

this project. Kessel feels strongly that New York needs to 

import hydropower and inject it into the entire state of New 

York from north to south. He highlighted three key justifi-

cations for these initiatives: the power is needed; fossil fu-

els are too expensive; and, New York needs a smart grid 

with the technology to handle emergencies such as state-

wide black outs.  

 Solar power is very much the future of energy produc-

tion. Though it is a difficult time to get solar projects going, 

Kessel was pleased to announce that the largest solar pro-

ject in the history of the state of New York is going to be 

implemented before the end of the year.
